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INTRODUCTION

The present Hand-list, a revision of the 1942 edition, was planned
to commemorate the 40th anniversary of the Ornithological Society
of Japan and to be published in 1952. It was delayed owing to vari-
ous difficulties, particularly lack of funds. This publication has been
made possible by grants from the Ministry of Education (Subsidies
for Scientific Publications, 1957).

The general classification used in the 1942 edition has been
followed for convenience of comparison, and since various recent
opinions are not perfectly compatible, though they are important;
for example, Mayr & Greenway (1956).

Changes are made to the general plan of the 1942 edition as
follows: 1) Area is restricted to the present Japanese domain, 2)
Subspecies given in 1942 edition but not included in the present
domain are set forth without numbers, 3) Synonyms are not given
except when necessary and reference is made to the species or sub-
species number of the 1942 edition, 4) World distribution is given
for each species, 5) Records are given under the headings: ¢ Distr. in
Jap., ¢Distr. abroad’, and ‘Status’. Some abbreviations used are:
(B) breeder; (W.V.) winter visitor; (Tr.) transient; (St.) straggler;
and I, R. and Ac. ‘Irregular’, ‘Rare’ and ¢ Accidental’ respectively.

The first draft was completed in 1950 chiefly by Dr. Nagahisa
Kuroda; thirty eight committee meetings were subsequently held
before final typing.
