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Foreword

Ornithological Society of Japan was established in 1912 and this publication was put
into practice as one of the memorial works for the 100th anniversary. Science that
originated in Europe arrived in Japan in a full scale about 150 years ago with the start of
Meiji era, and thereafter our ascendants made every effort to grow and promote our
science to a higher level. In Japan the advancement of biology was accelerative during
these 50 years, and ornithology was not an exception.

By the way, check-list is not a mere species-list. Determination of species requires
up-to-date information on morphology, physiology, behaviour and ecology of the
species concerned, and naturally they are to be renewed with development of each field
of biology. Thus, species category changes with time and check-list is to be revised
almost forever toward the threshold of Truth.

On the other hand, every field of biology starts with determination of species. It
means that biology starts with editing of check-list, which is cast to each field, and with
the addition of new information there, it is brought back and reflected in a new version
of check-list. Thus, check-list plays an important role by its cyclic self-movement.

And also, with the rapid advancement of molecular genetics, much new
information is available on phylogeny and hybridization which is reflected in this
revision, the editors making every effort to fill up the gap between the world current and
our preceding versions. In this opportunity I hope the establishment of a system that

enables continuous brushing-up of Japanese avian classification toward Natural System.

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Preface

In 2012, the Ornithological Society of Japan is celebrating its centennial year, having
been established in 1912. To commemorate its centennial, the decision has been made
to publish herein a Seventh Revised Edition of the Check-list of Japanese Birds. The
Sixth Revised Edition was published in 2000, making this the first revision in 12 years.
The Seventh Edition covers the same regions as the Fifth and Sixth Editions, namely the
whole of Japan and its islands. Points worthy of special mention in this revision are the
drastic change of taxonomy reflecting the latest developments of molecular phylogeny,
and the addition of an abundance of newly recorded species and subspecies.

In compiling the Seventh Revised Edition, the Exploratory Committee for
Check-list of Japanese Birds was first established as an extraordinary committee from
March 2007 until March 2008, with Noritomo Kawaji as Committee Chairperson. This
Committee considered policy and planning for publication of the Seventh Revised
Edition. Thereafter, on September 14th, 2008, the Committee for Check-list of Japanese
Birds was established as a time-limited committee responsible for working on
compilation of the Seventh Revised Edition, and started collecting and studying data,
and writing the manuscript based on the policies laid down by the Exploratory
Committee. At first it was made up of seven members, but in 2010 another member was
added to the Committee. Also, in order to reflect the latest research results in taxonomy,
a further 11 members were added in 2011 as working members for classification.

The main text of this Check-List consists of two parts: “Part A. Check-list of
Japanese Birds”, which lists the species and subspecies recorded to have occurred
naturally inside Japan and “Part B. Introduced Species and Subspecies”, which contains
the introduced species and subspecies with breeding records inside Japan. Part A
contains 24 orders, 81 families, 260 genus, and 633 species, while Part B contains 8
orders, 15 families, 28 genus, and 43 species. Of the species and subspecies in Part A,
“species and subspecies with no records over the last 50 years in Japan™ are listed in
Appendix A. On the other hand, in cases where we were not able to determine whether

the record was of an escapee or a natural origin, or where, because of insufficient



observation information, we considered further investigations to be necessary in order to
establish the identity of the bird, the species and subspecies claimed in these reports are
listed in “Appendix B. Species and subspecies presently unaccepted”.

Modern taxonomic systems of living things will become outdated by the
development of research, since they are based on hypotheses regarding phylogenetic
relationships. However, because taxonomic systems are also relied upon by such
practical sectors as administration and education, it is essential to avoid unnecessary
shifting of taxonomy as a result of hurriedly following new theories. In the face of more
and more new research results being published on avian classification using molecular
phylogenetic techniques, the Sixth Edition made only minimal changes from the
traditional taxonomy of the Fifth Edition, stating “we are in a transition period for
research of new taxonomic systems” (The Committee for Check-list of Japanese Birds,
1997). The Seventh Revised Edition arrives 12 years after the publication of the Sixth
Edition. As molecular phylogeny technique has become even more refined, so its
achievements have further accumulated and there has been a fair amount of consensus
among results from research with different techniques and independent characters,
which has made it possible to obtain an appropriate level of agreement. Accordingly,
the Seventh Revised Edition has completely changed its classification to reflect these
achievements, and there have been major changes to the arrangement of orders, and the
families that constitute these orders, in comparison with previous editions. Taxonomic
notes on the points of change will appear separately in The Japanese Journal of
Ornithology. Per Alstrom and Edward C. Dickinson commented on the higher-level
taxonomy. Check-lists of many countries where ornithology is active are already
adopting results such as these, and I believe that this revision will eradicate many of the
inconsistencies relating to international research publications and communications as
have been identified in recent years.

In the present edition, the species and subspecies classification sometimes differs
from that which is seen in overseas check-lists. From the perspective of producing the

Seventh Edition by revising the Sixth Edition with new findings, we have as a general
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rule retained classifications from the Sixth Edition for species where taxonomic research
results have not been published since that edition. There is much research yet to be done
in order to improve the taxonomic system of Japanese birds.

A great number of new species and subspecies have been added to the present
edition. These are basically species and subspecies that have been published in literature
where it has been possible to confirm morphological and other distinguishing
characteristics through the published documentary or photographic evidence. The large
number of new accessions can be attributed in part to the spread of digital photography
increasing the opportunities for taking photographs that stand up to scientific
verification, but must also reflect the increased awareness of observers who actively
publish these valuable records in printed matter. The newly added species include the
Razorbill Alca tarda, the sole record of which was in 1833, which was discovered as a
result of carefully examining literature from the past, so it can also be useful to
double-check existing literature in order to ensure the thoroughness of the Check-list.

In the Sixth Edition, the policy was not to include the species in cases where
subspecies identification of the observed individual was not possible, even if
species-level identification was possible. However, such species have been included in
the present edition in order to make clear the current level of ornithology and stimulate
future research in areas where information is lacking.

The English species names in the Sixth Edition included names that internationally
are not widely used. The present edition has adopted the English names prepared by the
International Ornithological Congress (Gill, F. and D. Donsker 2012), using other
English names only in exceptional cases where the names are deemed inappropriate due
to differences in taxonomy. In addition, the English transliteration of Japanese species
names and geographical names has in general adhered to the Hepburn system, although
exceptions have been made for certain proper nouns that are in common use.

When writing entries regarding status, it was necessary to produce bird lists for
each region. Regional bird lists were created by cooperative workers with expertise of

the status of birds inhabiting the respective prefectures and island regions of Japan. It
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would have been difficult to write the Check-list without this regional information, and I
would like to express our heartfelt gratitude to all of those who cooperated. The
distributional information was basically added to that of the Sixth Edition, except for
instances of clearly reduced distribution. In cases where more than one subspecies occur
in Japan and where localities with records of uncertain subspecies exist, the Committee
has taken responsibility for determining the subspecies by logical inference through
evaluating distributions of subspecies in the vicinity. However, entries of unidentified
subspecies were made when it was difficult to reach a conclusion.

The following symbols were used to denote distribution and status. RB = resident
breeder, MB = migrant breeder, IB = introduced breeder, CB = casual breeder, FB =
former breeder, WV = winter visitor, PV = passage visitor, IV = irregular visitor, AV =
accidental visitor. In Part B, symbols such as RB and CB are used instead of IB to show
the actual status of the species besides being an introduced bird.

With this revision, the content of the Check-list of Japanese Birds has changed
significantly from that of the Sixth Edition. This Check-list, which has incorporated the
latest taxonomic research results and has included many new species and subspecies, is
likely to strongly influence not only the world of ornithology but also society in general,
through publications such as reference books and through administration, etc. I hope
that the publication of The Seventh Revised Edition of the Check-list of Japanese Birds
will provide an opportunity to further deepen the contributions to society through

academic development of ornithology in Japan.
